positive results is low in patients with proved
pulmonary dirofilariasis (Massachusetts General
Hosrital, 1974).

The absence of a characteristic syndrome has
made the clinical diagnosis of this increasingly re-
ported disease elusive. In this example, as in all
previously reported ones, the diagnosis followed
pulmonary resection for suspected malignancy.
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
